Press, Blend, Squeeze in 2017. It has 
grown to 20 employees focused 
on “Good Food Fast.”  Matt explains, 
“We are a healthy, quick-service 
restaurant and juice bar offering 
wraps, salads, bowls, toast, juice 
and smoothies.” 

But what really seems to set this 
café and juicery apart from other 
restaurants could be their mission: 
“Save Lives through Food.”

The company started when Matt’s 
father was diagnosed with stage 
4 cancer, and was given only 5 
months to live. Matt says, “We 
weren’t going to accept that so we 
researched & changed his diet, and 
he lived for over 5 years!  That’s 
what led to our mission.”
