Your success in 2022 depends on two 
things: discerning God’s Truth and 
responding obediently to that Truth.

As Business Owners, we seem to always 
be in search of a “formula for success.” 
This is how we are wired.

As Leaders of our family and 
organizations, we are constantly 
assessing Truth. We attempt to get the 
facts correct and then hopefully, make 
prayerful decisions that will help us “be 
successful.” But is this correct Biblical 
thinking? Or is there a subtle step 
missing?

There are multiple stories in the Bible 
demonstrating catastrophic results 
when men’s actions bypassed God and 
decisions were made without asking, 
“What is God’s plan versus my plan to 
be successful?”  When the sequence 
is incorrect, bad things happen, yet 
we get it wrong all the time. There is a 
dangerous combination of free will and 
rebellious sin nature fighting for control 
in our decision-making process.

Another challenge: we believe the 
more Truth we know, the better our 

decisions will turn out. However, this 
depends on the Truth System that our 
thoughts and actions are driven by.

There are two Truth Systems that 
govern our decision-making: God’s 
Truth and the World’s Truth.

Unfortunately, as “Christian” Business 
Owners we often mix the two systems. 
The World’s gravitational pull on our 
minds is too powerful for one man 
to discern God’s Truth alone. For this 
reason, we gather and look to each 
other for strength and growth.

We gather with the Church for 
fellowship and Biblical teaching. We 
have always seen Iron Forums as an 
extension of the Church and its way of 
encouraging a special group of men. 

But we still experience stress as we 
chase success among conflicting 
world views. Whatever our view of 
success is at the moment becomes 
the engine that drives us, however 
correct or incorrect that view may be! 
So, we better get it right and keep our 
thoughts and actions on the “straight 
and narrow.”  The Truth System we

The root of the word priority is “prior.” 
Simply put, a priority is that which comes 
prior, or before, anything else. What is 
your priority for your business? Does 
everyone else in the company know 
this is a priority? Is your team making 
decisions and completing tasks that help 
achieve this priority?

EOS® leadership teams meet every 
quarter to establish their Rocks – the 
3-7 items that should be completed first 
during the quarter. The team brainstorms 
on what absolutely must happen in 
the quarter to help them achieve their 
1-Year Goals. The list is then pared down 
and 3-7 Rocks are written out in the 
SMART (Specific. Measurable. Achievable. 
Relevant. Time-bound) format. 

The term Rocks was popularized by 
Stephen Covey in his book, First Things 
First. When rocks are put into a jar first, 
then you can also add some gravel, 
then sand, then water before the jar is 
completely full. If you add the items in 
the reverse order, you’ll never get the 
rocks to fit. 

Setting rocks is not about working 
more. It’s about working to get the most 
important tasks completed prior to all 
the others. When you do, you will stay on 
track to hit your longer-term goals and 
ultimately the vision for the business.
